New Sailors   Please use our experience and network of used boats to help you select a boat. We will provide assistance with learning to sail if needed. We will meet with you personally to go over all aspects of our club such as driving the tractor and using our storage container.   

Beach opening/closing dates     Our contractual sailing season with the Park usually begins the third week of May and ends by mid-October. You will receive notification from the commodore as to the exact dates.

Evangola State Park   The Park is open dawn to dusk. Night sailing is prohibited. You are responsible for paying your way into the Park. This fee is not included in your dues.

Lake Erie   Seek out reliable sources of weather information before each sail. Lake Erie can quickly turn dangerous, so all precautions need to be taken. All PFD’s should be equipped with a whistle.

Vehicles   The Park allows us to drive into our boat storage area when working on our boats. We are not allowed to drive in for any other reason.

You can leave the trailers on the beach, but you have to remember to park them PERPENDICULAR to the water’s edge with room for the tractor to go around them. Make sure you park them close to each other so we can easily put 15 trailers on the beach at one time. Park them away from our “beach huddling” area where we normally put our beach chairs and blankets together. 


We can only transport boats to and from the beach by means of our tractor, which is to be “driven BY BOAT OWNERS ONLY (no friends, no children) WHO POSSESS A VALID NY STATE DRIVERS LICENSE”.  All new members must be given training to use the tractor safely and properly.

NO Passengers or children are allowed on the tractor or boats when in transport.

Watch for weddings at the Gazebo. No tractor use is allowed during a wedding service. Quiet, please!

Family Second Boat for Children:

In order to bring in families and keep the fleet open for years to come, we must be a kid-friendly organization.

· Secondary family boat will be $125 for children 16 and under
· Parents must be present
· Parents must drive the tractor
· Parents must be on the beach or water when sailing

All boat owners agree to hold harmless the State of New York from any and all injuries sustained as a result of any of the boat owners’ actions. Your application and your membership check are only accepted under the conditions that you agree to do so. If you see someone doing something reckless either on the water or on the tractor, bring it to his or her attention or take action and intervene; sometimes people don’t know or they just need a reminder.

Beach requirements: Tie down straps for the trailer; trailer tongue wheel; and name and phone number painted clearly on the trailer tongue. Each boat is required to carry property and liability insurance. If your boat damages another boat either because of high winds or poor driving, you and your insurance carrier will be held responsible for the damage to the other boat and trailer.

Signature required: Upon completion of this application, I am stating that I have the necessary insurance coverage for my boat and myself. I also agree to follow all New York State Park Rules, keep the tractor and the container shed locked, be responsible for any personal damage to either myself, my crew, passengers, or boat; and to follow safe seamanship and navigation rules as required by the U.S. Coast Guard.
